All other taxing units should use Comptroller Form 50-856 Tax Rate Calculation, Taxing Units Other Than School Districts.

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SECTION 1: No-New-Revenue Tax Rate

The no-new-revenue (NNR) tax rate enables the public to evaluate the relationship between taxes for the prior year and for the current year based on a tax ra
the same amount of revenue if applied to the same properties that are taxed in both years (no new taxes). When appraisal values increase, the NNR tax rate sk
Chapter 313 agreements allow a school district to limit the value of certain qualified property subject to the agreement for the purposes of maintenance and
taxation. The value of the same property is not limited for the purposes of debt service, or interest and sinking (1&S) taxation. School districts that have entere
agreement must calculate the NNR tax rate for M&O and 1&S purposes separately and then add together to determine the current year total NNR tax rate.
